Indian Student Association Shares Festival of Light With CSUH Campus

W ith tensions running high
after Sept. 11th, one Cal
State Hayward organization
invited students and faculty
to join in celebrating a reli-
gious holiday based on the
theme of hope and kindness.

In its first ever event, the
Indian Student Association
held a celebration of the “Fes-
tival of Light,” otherwise
known as Diwali.

Diwali is a religious holiday
that is celebrated throughout
India and commemorates the
victory of good over evil.

In simple terms, “(Diwali)
is the victory of greatness
over darkness,” said ISA
president Satish Kumar.

The function was held to
both celebrate Diwali and to
introduce the campus to ISA.

The function was held in
the Arts and Education build-
ing in a room decorated with
streamers and balloons in the
colors of India, white, green

and orange.

Some ISA members wore
traditional clothing from In-
dia, while others chose a more
modern style of dress.

With close to a 100 people

in attendance, the celebration
was started by the hosts,
Anurag Varma and Gauri
Radhakrishan. A prayer was
recited in Sanskrit, the an-
cient language of India, and
was explained by
Radhakrishan.

Following the prayer, a for-
mal welcome was presented
by the Kumar.

With rhetorical elegance,
Kumar gave the background
of Diwali and said there was
a need for a celebration such
as this after Sept. 11.

Kumar explained that the
need for kindness in the world
became apparent in the wake
of the terror attacks, that the
need to unite and relate to our
fellow humans was more im-
portant than ever.

He ended his speech by
thanking the land of America
for the freedom to celebrate
such a religious holiday, so far
away from home.

The microphone then was
passed back to Radhakrishan
and Varma, who hosted the
first competition of the event.

The “Drum Charades” the
format was very similar to the
traditional parlor game in the
sense that the object was for
a member of a group to figure

out what the other member is
acting out.

Drum Charades involved
various film titles, both
American and Indian, that had
to be acted out. Points were
earned based on how long it
took to guess the title and
whether the correct title was
guessed or not.

Prizes were provided for
the victors by the Associated
Students, a sponsor for this
event.

With the completion of Drum
Charades, the focus shifted to
the aroma of spicy cuisine.
Hayward’s Meenar Restaurant
provided attendees a sampling
of Indian dishes.

After lunch, the attendees
heard a speech in Hindi. Pre-
sented by a member of AS, the
speech discussed the impor-
tance of holding events such
as this one and the AS sup-
port for the ISA.

The second competition be-
gan directly after the speech.
Antakshari, a popular Indian
game, is played in two parts
with five to six groups of
three or more participating.

The first part is a singing
round in which each group
has to sing a few lyrics. The
catch comes in when the frag-
ment is finished. The next
